no to sanskrit connection

the CJEU which confirms the importance of considering all the relevant factors in an 

assessment of likelihood of confusion between two marks.

It also confirms that even when a mark has meaning to a part of the relevant public, 

where that meaning is not commonly understood it will not be significant to a conceptual 

comparison.
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
